Camp Program

favorites as well as some newly offered activities. The program offered at each Camp is slightly
different. Contact your Camp Coordinator for specific information.

Some program areas that might be offered include, but are not limited to, fishing, woodworking,
crafts, scout skills, sports, outdoor cooking, and games.

Each camp will have a general meeting site to report to daily. The first day, Scouts will be
assigned a den area at registration. The following days Scouts will check in directly with the
Day Walkers.

Absenteeism

If the scout and/or parent will not be in camp for any reason, please get this information to your
Pack Coordinator, who can relay this information to the Camp Director. We assume every Scout
registered for camp will be there every day, and we need to account for all of the Scouts. The
Camp Director will call the home of all Scouts who are absent unless notified of the absence in
advance.

Late Arrivals and Early Departures
Any scouts/tots arriving late must check in with the Camp Director in order to ensure the
attendance is properly updated. A Camp Staff member will then escort the Scout to his Den.

Any boys/tots departing camp early must have a signed permission slip on file with the Camp
Director. When the Scout is ready to leave the Camp, he must be escorted to the Camp Director
where he will be checked out. The driver/adult picking up your son must present a photo 1D
before he/she will be allowed to check the Scout or tot out of the Camp. This policy is for the
safety of the Scout/tot and will be strictly enforced.



Fees
The fee structure has been reworked to allow better use of the funds for the boys. This year there
is a discount being offered for boys who pre-register.

Discounted price: A payment in full of $75 per boy must be submitted by the Pack along
with a roster of all boys who are attending camp by April 14, 2010 to Rainbow Council.

Day Camp price: If a scout doesn’t pre-register by April 14", the price of Day Camp is
$95, due with complete registration packet to Rainbow Council by May 14, 2010.

Late Fee: {after May 14" deadline} Paid in full of $105 is to be submitted no later than 7
days prior to camp.

Team Player Status

The team player program is a unit recognition program. Units that "fairly share" in our council by
participating in the Friends of Scouting Program, Program Sale (Fall, Spring or both) while
presenting a quality scouting program through trained leaders are eligible for reduced
camping/activity fees.

The Unit will receive team player status for 2010 based on meeting goals in 2009.

Being a team player affords your unit and members with special discounts on ALL Council and
district activities and camp fees.

15% off Day camp fees $75.00= $63.75 Team player fees

No registrations will be taken, with the exception of new scouts, within 7 days
of the start of camp

May 14, 2010- Pack Registration form with $95 fee per scout**

Post May 14, 2010 - Late registrations with $105 fee**

Refunds

Anyone who registers for Day Camp with the Council will only be eligible for the following
refunds in the event of cancellation. This is due to the administrative and programming costs
planned for when the Scout is registered. All requests for a refund must be submitted in writing
to Rainbow Council. Refunds will not be processed until after the last camp event of the season.

Financial Assistance (Camperships)

No scout will be denied the opportunity to go to camp. Financial assistance is available to help
those in need for a portion of the camp. Contact your Pack Committee or Day Camp
Coordinator for information. Campership request forms must be submitted no later than March
30, 2010. That form has been included in this guide for your convenience.

Camp Uniform
Each Scout and tot lot attendee will be provided with a Day Camp t-shirt as part of his
registration fee. This t-shirt must be worn each day the Scout is in camp. Additional t-shirts will
be available at the trading post. Scouts can wear either shorts or jeans that fit correctly, so as not
to become a safety issue. Scouts should also have a Scout hat, tennis shoes, and socks
----- NO SANDALS ARE ALLOWED.

Adult Camp attire

Adults should follow the same dress code at the Scouts, keeping in mind good taste. Attire
should include shorts or jeans, hat (optional, but recommended), tennis shoes and socks-----NO
SANDALS ALLOWED.

** Also NO short-shorts, halter-tops, advertisements of tobacco or alcohol, or any other
questionable clothing is allowed. Cub Scout Day Camp is NOT the place for this kind of attire.
Anyone wearing these items will be asked to change or go home. There are NO exceptions!

Identification Bracelets
All personnel (Adults, Scouts and Tots) in Camp are required to wear identification bracelets.
These are hospital style plastic bracelets used for security purposes to signify that person belongs
in camp. Adults, Scouts and Tots need to keep their bracelets on all week. If anyone sees
someone in the Camp area without a bracelet, contact the Camp Director immediately.

What Scouts should bring to camp
Scouts will need the following items with them on a daily basis:

Camp T-shirt scout hat
Sunscreen backpack
Bug spray (if desired) rain poncho
Sweatshirt, etc., in case of sack lunch & drink (in Ziploc bag)
cooler weather water bottle
flashlight (for twilight camps) ID wristband issued at registration
swim trunks & towel (for camps tennis shoes & socks 22

= with water sports) 1y
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It is recommended that each Scout bring this gear with them in a backpack. Remember,
everything your Scout brings to Camp he may have to carry with him all day. Do NOT over
pack! Ensure your son’s name is on everything he brings to camp.

Day Walking Leaders are encouraged to bring Frisbees or balls for the Scouts to play with during
free time and unanticipated short-term down time. This will help by keeping Scouts busy with
constructive activities.

What Scouts should not bring to camp
The following items are not allowed in camp:
Knives, electronic devices, weapons of any type, fireworks, or Heelies® (skate shoes)

The Camp Director reserves the right to add items to this list if they are deemed to be
inappropriate or a danger to any of the Scouts. Scouts will be notified of any additions at
opening or closing announcements.

This policy is to ensure that these types of items are not broken or misplaced at Camp. Day
Camp promotes Scouting activities to the boys and requires their undivided attention.

Meal time
Everyone will be responsible for bringing his/her own lunch and a drink with them every day.
Please do not send anything that can spoil, such as mayonnaise or milk. Please do not send glass
bottles. All lunches will be stored in coolers, brought by the Day Walkers. Write your son’s
name on his lunch and drink. Zip-Loc style bags work great to keep them dry in the cooler.
There will be a break time at both the day and twilight camps for eating.

The Camp Director is the only person =~ ¢ ¢ 1! >*
authorized to move camp into a sheltered area, or cancel camp if weather conditions become
unbearable. In the unlikely event that this happens, emergency procedures have been put into
place, and you will be notified to come pick up your son. No child will be left anywhere

unattended. For more information, see Emergency Procedures.

Lost & Found

Lost & Found will be established at each Camp location, possibly at the Camp Trading Post.
Any items that are found which do not belong to you or the Scouts in your Den should be turned
in to Lost & Found. If you have lost anything, check there. Day Camp is not responsible for
misplaced items. Be sure to mark the Scout’s name and Pack number on anything that can be
separated from the Scout. Anything not claimed by the last day of camp will be donated to
charity.
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Garbage

It is your camp — be proud of it. Help to keep it clean by depositing any garbage in the proper
receptacles located through out the Camp. Please teach the Scouts “A Scout always leaves an
area cleaner than he found it.” If you notice any overflowing garbage cans or need extra bags,
contact the Camp Director.

Transportation

For the protection of the children Day Camp requires that if anyone other than the parent will be
picking up a child, a permission form must be filled out. The identification of the pick up person
will be verified prior to allowing the child to depart from Camp.

Illinois law and BSA policy states: “Every child MUST have a seat with a seat belt on” and,
“The transportation of children in the bed of a pick-up truck is absolutely prohibited.” These
policies and laws will be strictly enforced and anyone who does not adhere to it will not be

allowed to participate in Camp. lescmh!

Contact the Camp Director for further information.

Camp Bulletins
Camp maps, a master schedule and other pertinent information will be posted at the Main Tent.
Emergency numbers will also be posted.

Trading Post
The Camp will be operating a Trading Post where the Scouts may purchase beverages, snacks or
official Scout related items. The Trading Post will be open daily during camp hours. The Scouts
should be made aware of this so that they can bring extra money. Time will be provided to the
Scouts to visit the Trading Post.

Day Camp Patches / T-shirts

Each registered Scout who attends Day Camp will receive a Day Camp Patch. These patches
may be awarded at camp, or may be distributed with lists of achievements completed to the Pack
Coordinators for distribution. Each T-shirts are also apart of uniforming for day Camp. Each
scout will get a t-shirt. There will be NO orders for extra shirts. You can purchase a shirt at the
online.

Tot Lot

There may be a Tot Lot area set up for the children of Day Walkers and Staff on the days that
they attend camp. Children ages 3 — 14 not eligible for Cub Scouts may attend for a cost of $10
per day that will now include a t-shirt. Children attending Tot Lot MUST BE POTTY
TRAINED. CHILDREN WITH DIAPERS WILL NOT BE ADMITTED INTO THE
CAMP. Older children in the Tot Lot may be asked to assist with the younger children. This
will be coordinated between the Tot Lot Director and the Camp Director. Tot Lot payment must
be sent in with the registration form for the child. Children attending the Tot Lot WILL NOT be
allowed to accompany their parents during the day. Tots must be checked in and out via the Tot

Lot Director or the Camp Director at the beginning & end of day, and for lunch. Since the parent
will be in camp, no alternate pick up person is allowed for children in the Tot Lot.

Children attending the Tot Lot will be subject to the same uniform/dress code requirements as

the rest of the camp. Parents are responsible for the tot lot child’s lunch. This is to be stored with
parent’s lunch. Parents should pick up their tot for lunch each day. Adult volunteers are also
needed in the Tot Lot. Pl ease n orteredteginbeiogu r
your Pack Tot Lot parent representative.

Emergency Procedures

The only things that will delay the camp are lightning, tornados, or other severe weather
warnings. The Camp Director and the Rainbow Council Representative will make the decision to
delay the opening or cancel the Camp for that day as soon as possible in the morning. The Camp
Director and the Rainbow Council Representative will then contact the Pack Coordinators to
inform them of this and to get the information out to their Packs.

In the event of severe weather conditions that arise after Camp has started, ALL Scouts, children
and leaders will be directed into designated buildings or areas until the severe weather condition
has passed. The Camp Director and Program Director will then notify the Day Walkers and Staff
when the schedule will be resumed. The Camp is in constant communication with the weather
services in our area in order to provide the quickest weather updates.

Tornado Warnings
Day Camp opening will be delayed if a Tornado Warning (not a Tornado Watch) is in effect at
the opening time at the campsite area. Camp will begin One hour after the Warning has been

lifted.

Insects
Cub Scout Day Camp is an outdoor activity and as such, all participants will be exposed to
normal outdoors insects. With the heightened level of awareness regarding mosquito borne
ilinesses, please ensure each Scout, child and adult use an insect repellent during Camp. Instruct
and remind the Scout to re-apply the repellent after periods of heavy sweating or water-related
activities. Day Leaders should be available to assist the Scouts, but can not touch a scout when
assisting him..

*Everyone should perform an inspection (paying close attention to the head, hairline, legs
and ankles) for ticks EVERY day during Camp. Ticks can be present throughout the area.
Contact your physician or the Camp Medical Officer if there are questions as to what a tick
looks like. If you find a tick, please notify the Camp Medical Officer.

Poison lvy
Poison Ivy is also commonly present outdoors. All efforts are exerted to control its presence in
the immediate area of our camps. Parents and Leaders need to inform Scouts of the importance
of staying on trails and in designated camp areas to minimize exposure. Parents should note on
medical forms filed with the Camp Medical Staff of known or expected adverse reactions with

items such as Poison Ivy.

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Off Limits Areas @

There may be some “off limits” areas in the Camp. These areas will be clearly marked and are
designated on the Camp map. These areas are off limits for the safety of our boys. Anyone who
does not obey the “off limits” signs will be sent home.

Lost Camper Policy

The Camp has a policy to deal quickly with the situation of a lost or missing Scout or child. Each

Day Walker will have this policy with them at all times. !
Emergency Services

Each Camp has a full time staff member trained to deal with injuries and medical emergencies.
It is extremely important that all emergency information be up to date, clear and complete on the
Medical form. The local Police, Fire Department and Hospital have been notified of the Camp’s
operation and schedule. They are prepared to quickly respond in the event of an emergency and
we need to ensure that any medical information we give them is accurate.

Medical Emergencies

For MINOR injuries and medical problems, report to the Medical Staff. For Serious injuries and
medical problems, or if unsure as to the extent of the injuries, DO NOT MOVE THE INJURED
PERSON! Two runners will go to the Main Tent to report the problem. An adult Leader will
accompany ANY individual being transported to the hospital.

ADULT INFORMATION

Staff & Day Walkers

There are two different types of adults present in camp: Staff and Day Walker leaders. A Staff
member assists in the running of specific camp activities and is stationed at that camp area. A
Day Walker works with the details of getting the boys from station to station, as well as handling
any den paperwork to assist the Camp Director, ie, attendance.

Training %”’f
Your Pack Coordinator should notify you when and where Camp training will be held. They =—<-
will pass this information to the parents that will be participating as Camp Staff or as Day

Walkers. Training will include both Camp Staff and Day Leader orientations. All Camp Staff &

Day Leaders are required to attend training. Youth Protection, emergency procedures, camp

policies, station activities, and schedules will be covered. This will make for a more productive

and successful Camp for the boys. The Camp Director, Program Director and/or Council

Advisors will be on hand to answer any and all questions. “All Camps” staff training will be held

at the discretion of the Day camp Leadership. {Administration, Program}

Each Full-time staff person will be issued one Day Camp t-shirt. Additional shirts may be

ordered for a small fee. This t-shirt should be worn daily. Camp T-shirt is considered the
official uniform of camp and must not be altered.

Two Deep Leadership

One of the fundamentals of Scouting is "Two Deep Leadership.” This means that there must
always be at least two adults with the Scouts at all times. If there are not two adults in every Den,
contact the Camp Director and another adult will be assigned to that group.

Staff & Day Walkers should take Youth Protection training before camp, and provide a copy of
their certification to their Camp Coordinator

Day Walker Information
Day Leaders have several different responsibilities:
Attend a training session to review any changes to camp this year
Arrive at camp early per camp specifications (usually ~20 minutes)
Required to bring a cooler with ice packs to store lunches, and possibly a blanket for
sitting on at lunch
Take attendance each morning, and report absences to the Camp Director
Escort the Scouts from activity to activity, ensuring the Scouts get to their program areas
on time
Assist in program areas as needed
Continually take head counts to verify the group is all accounted for
Review each program area for any Scout’s belongings before leaving a station
Encourage the Scouts to come up with a Pack cheer or song, which they can sing while
walking
Ensure all medications have been checked in with the Medical Staff. The Medical Staff must
administer all medications. Asthma inhalers and bee sting kits may be carried with the Scout.
Report ALL injuries immediately to the Medical Officer.
Ensure all of the Scouts use the buddy system
Please keep your Den away from the “Off Limits” areas
Please encourage, but do not force your Scouts to participate in all of the events
Praise the Scouts for “Doing their best”
Be prepared for rain - Camp will not be cancelled due to rain
use den clipboard to review medical and emergency procedures, who does not have
permission to participate in any event, etc.
Check out Scouts at the end of the day to adults authorized to pick up those Scouts
In the event a Scout or child is discovered “lost”, notify the Camp Director immediately so
appropriate procedures can be implemented to find them
When in doubt, call the Camp Director

Cub Scout Discipline

Cub Scouts are expected to respect themselves and others at all times while at Camp. This
includes personal property. If a Scout’s behavior jeopardizes the safety of himself or others, or
doesn’t portray the proper Scouting values, he should be asked to stop. Day Walkers are
responsible for maintaining order within the Den. Any and all disciplinary actions will be judged
on a case by case basis by the Camp Director in consultation with the Council Staff Advisor.
When issues arise the following guidelines will be followed:

First occurrence: the Day Leader will issue a warning.

Second occurrence: The Scout will spend one rotation with the Camp Director and will
miss that scheduled activity. The activity will NOT be made up.

Third occurrence: The Camp Director will call home to have the Scout picked up by the
parent.

Physical discipline is NOT allowed at Camp (even with your own Scout).

Scouts are not to be insulted, degraded or demoralized through verbal discipline.

Miscellaneous Information

***NEVER LEAVE YOUR SCOUTS ALONE!

DO NOT leave Camp until all Scouts and Tots from your Pack have secured proper home
bound transportation, and you have returned your Pack’s attendance sheets/clipboards to the
Camp Director. If there are any questions, contact the Camp Director. Contact your Pack’s
Camp Coordinator if you cannot make it to Camp on your scheduled day. Someone from your
Pack MUST be with the Scouts at all times.

Please refrain from using your cell phone while in camp unless it is an emergency. Personal
business should wait. You are here for your son.

Tobacco and alcohol products are prohibited at all BSA activities. There must not be any
smoking, chewing tobacco, or drinking alcoholic beverages on camp grounds.
